•  Liaise with SENDCO/Learning Managers to ensure that all students’ needs are met 

•  Assess Health and Safety risks and ensure that obligations are fulfilled 

•  Attend meetings, training and undertake supervisory duties as required within the provisions of  the

• Put students’ academic and emotional/social learning at the heart of everything we do 

• Work effectively as a classroom teacher and form tutor

• Ensure curriculum coverage, continuity and progression

Learning 

• Manage learning resources effectively, including IT, to best meet the needs of students

• Use information about students' prior achievements to secure progress 

• Set high expectations and targets for students 

• Set regular tasks for homework, marked frequently with written feedback and “next steps” 

• Be a reflective practitioner and life-long learner, and encourage students to be the same 

• Promote equal opportunities and tackle discrimination or inequality of any kind
